UC CalFresh staff facilitate physical activities with Oroville family 
evacuees, UCCE Butte County Cluster 
As hundreds of Oroville families poured into Chico’s temporary shelters, 
having been displaced due to the mandatory flood evacuations of Oroville and 
surrounding areas, UC CalFresh Butte County Cluster’s Jamie Lambert 
wondered how she could put to use UC CalFresh resources in order to help. 
On Monday, February 13th, she reached out to one of the many shelters, and 
asked the shelter’s volunteer coordinator, Amy Spooner, if she would like 
Jamie to facilitate physical activities. Jamie explained that through her UC 
CalFresh work, she has maintained a close connection to the Oroville 
community and its students, saying “As long as theyôre displaced, Iôm 
displaced,” referring to the closure of Oroville’s schools. Amy enthusiastically 
replied, “That would be good—the kids are getting so restless! Can you come 
tomorrow morning?” Together with UC CalFresh Butte County Cluster 
Supervisor, Suzie Lawry-Hall and nutrition education coordinator, Alex Falk, 
Jamie went to the shelter’s expansive grassy field, carrying Frisbees, bean 
bags, plastic bags, hula hoops and music, then led games for the whole 
morning. Jamie, Suzie and Alex recognized many students from schools 
within the Oroville City Unified School District, and were glad they were able 
to help fill the families’ need for a positive diversion in order to alleviate the 
stresses that were brought on by long days of upheaval and uncertainty. To 
reflect on the magnitude of the urgent displacement of a multicounty region 
brings into focus how truly intertwined are Butte County’s UC CalFresh staff 
within their communities, and how they are able to carry on their support in 
unusual circumstances, with a work ethnic that smiles and says, “It’s our job!”

Farm to School Efforts Positively Impact Tribal Communities 
An ancient belief held by tribal communities is that the soil is cared for by Mother Earth, the nurturer and the protector of 
the land. This idea speaks to the importance of farm to school efforts in tribal communities. And many tribal communities 
are reconnecting children with their rich history and cultures by establishing farm to school programs. Tribes are 
integrating traditional foods into the Child Nutrition Programs, sourcing foods locally, incorporating multicultural nutrition 
education into classroom curriculum and providing hands-on lessons in school gardens. USDA’s Office of Community 
Food Systems supports tribal communities through the USDA Farm to School Grant Program, assisting tribes across the 
nation to connect with local producers and teaching children about where their food comes from. For more information 
on serving traditional foods in schools, check out the following resources:  “Bringing Tribal Foods and Traditions into 
Cafeterias, Classrooms, and Gardens” and “Procuring Local Meat, Poultry, Game, and Eggs for Child Nutrition 
Programs”.

Smart Food Pricing Could Bring Healthier Choices 
Governments could boost the consumption of healthy food by making it cheaper, as well as requiring that unhealthy food 
be more expensive, a new review suggests. The findings are based on an analysis of 30 studies. Eleven studies looked 
at what happened when unhealthier foods were taxed. Nineteen studies explored what people choose to eat when 
subsidies lowered the price of healthier food. The collection of studies found that food prices really do matter. “Our 
results show how 10 percent to 50 percent changes in price of foods and beverages at checkout could influence 
consumers’ purchasing behaviors over a relatively short period of time,” said study co-first author Ashkan Afshin, a 
former postdoctoral fellow at Tufts University in Boston. He is now at the University of Washington. Researchers found 
that consumption of produce jumped by 14 percent for each 10 percent drop in price. A similar increase in consumption 
occurred when other healthier foods became cheaper. People also became slightly thinner when produce prices when 
down, the review reported. On the flip side, a 10 percent price increase in sugar-sweetened beverages and unhealthier 
fast food translated to decreases in consumption by 7 percent and 3 percent respectively. The study was published 
March 1 in the journal PLOS One. Read full article. 
 

Too Much Screen Time May Raise Kidsô Diabetes Risk 
Kids who get too much screen time may be more likely to have risk factors that increase their chances of type 2 
diabetes, new research says. Watching television, playing video games or sitting in front of a computer or other device 
for more than three hours each day was linked to more body fat and insulin resistance. Those factors mean the body is 
less able to keep blood sugar levels under control, the British researchers said. They said limiting children’s screen time 
could be necessary to prevent health issues later on. “Our findings suggest that reducing screen time may be beneficial 
in reducing type 2 diabetes risk factors, in both boys and girls and in different ethnic groups from an early age,” wrote the 
study authors, led by Claire Nightingale, from St. George’s University of London. “This is particularly relevant, given 
rising levels of type 2 diabetes, the early emergence of type 2 diabetes risk, and recent trends suggesting that screen-
time related activities are increasing in childhood and may pattern screen-related behaviors in later life,” the researchers 
said. Previous research has shown that adults who spend excessive amounts of time in front of a TV or computer are at 
greater risk for weight gain and type 2 diabetes, Nightingale’s group explained. Since young people are increasingly 
using devices such as tablets and smartphones, the study authors investigated if this risk also applied to children. The 
study included health information on nearly 4,500 children between 9 and 10 years old. The youngsters were from three 
cities in the United Kingdom—Birmingham, Leicester and London. The children’s cholesterol, insulin resistance, fasting 
blood sugar levels, markers of inflammation, blood pressure and body fat were measured. The kids were also asked to 
detail their daily use of televisions, computers, video games and other devices. The researchers found that the total body 
fat among the kids increased along with their screen time. Specific indicators of body fat—such as skin fold thickness 
and fat mass—were all higher among the kids who got more than three hours of screen time each day than those who 
just got one hour or less. The study was published online March 13 in the Archives of Disease in Childhood. Read full 
article.
